POLICY STATEMENT FOR SEND

Rationale

We encourage all the children to be as independent as possible.  We foster a caring environment where children can develop their full potential.  All our pupils are given the opportunity to develop as individuals without discrimination.  Children with SEND are involved in the normal daily routines of the school. We are an educationally inclusive school in which the teaching and learning, achievements, attitudes and well being of every young person matter. 
Aims
· To enable the child with special needs to participate in the life of the school to the full via a curriculum that is broad, balanced, appropriately differentiated and delivered in ways that make it accessible to those with different learning styles. 

· To ensure that parents are involved at the earliest possible stage of the process of defining a child’s needs and continue to participate in shaping additional provision offered.

· To encourage children with SEND to participate in decision making about their education and the provision we provide to help remove the barriers to learning.

· To enable the teacher to fulfil his/her role towards the child with special needs adequately.

· To create and provide an environment within school, which encourages tolerance, empathy and awareness of the differing needs of every child. 

· To ensure that every child experiences success and that success is acclaimed and built upon. 

· To cultivate children’s initiative, sensitivity and confidence. 

· To teach the essential skills and concepts at the level most appropriate to each child.
Access to the Curriculum

This school fully supports the principle that children with SEND require the greatest access to a broad and balanced curriculum.

The school also recognises that the extent to which a learning difficulty influences a child’s development depends not only on the nature and severity of that difficulty but also on:

a) A child’s motivation, self-confidence and self-esteem.

b) The extent to which his/her environment supports him/her in coping with difficulties and removing the barriers to learning.

c) The appropriateness of learning resources.

d) The appropriateness of the school’s curriculum content.

e) The appropriateness of the school’s curriculum delivery.

Identification of Special Educational Needs – The Graduated Approach

Identification of needs will be through teachers, parents or an outside agency, noting when a child has significantly greater difficulty in learning than the majority of his/her peers, specific or general, or when a child has a disability which hinders or prevents learning or when inappropriate behaviour is exhibited.  As a general principle, the parents of a child presenting needs will be involved at the earliest stage and subsequently kept informed. It is essential to have the parents’ consent before referring a child to an outside agency.



SEND Support Plans are written in conjunction with the class teacher, child, SENDCo, and any additional agencies involved in a child’s education. The child is central to the learning process and it is important that they are involved in decisions regarding their progress. Discussions may focus on success and/or difficulties with work within the classroom, or the results of assessments. Targets on the child’s SEND Support Plan and/or other education plan are shared with them and children’s own comments are recorded and shared at review meetings.
Reviewing Provision Provided to SEND Children
Reviews of progress are made termly, dates being set as part of the planning procedure when developing programs of work at each stage of the Code of Practice.  Present at these reviews may be the class teacher, teaching assistants, SEND co-ordinator, parents and relevant outside agencies, and where possible the child. The views of all those involved are taken into consideration, as are the views of the child. If a child’s need means that more frequent reviews are needed then these are facilitated by the school. 
The Role of the Class Teacher

· The class teacher has the overall responsibility for the education of children with SEND in his /her class, which includes monitoring progress, reviewing provision and keeping SEND information up to date.

· The progress of pupils with SEND is rigorously tracked to inform appropriate and targeted intervention planning.  Success will be evaluated through teachers assessments at tracking points, individual learning targets being met, parents commenting on their child’s progress/behaviour at home and other people in school (e.g. LSAs or SMSAs).  This must also include evidence towards improving pupil’s confidence and self-esteem. 

· It is the class teacher’s responsibility to identify SEND and to inform the SENDCo. 

· The class teacher collects information, consults with parents and seeks advice from the SENDCo when appropriate. 

· It is the responsibility of the class teacher to write the SEND Support Plan and One Page Profile with help from the SENDCo if required and to ensure significant evidence is kept to support the progress towards the targets. 

· The class teacher will work closely with the child in the classroom, organising LSAs, to provide support for the child. 
Support Services 

To engage the involvement of any of the support services available to the school, and to get the best value from their involvement, it is necessary to demonstrate that the school has fulfilled its obligations on the graduated approach. All the additional support services are available upon informal referral by the school. The school or parents can initiate referrals. Parent’s permission will be sought at all times for pupil referrals to outside agencies. Parents will be informed of the outcome of any assessments or work done by any specialists with their child.

Role of the Governing Body

The Governing Body must:

a) Ensure that necessary provision is made for any pupil who has SEND.

b) Ensure that, where the LA has informed school that a pupil has SEND, those needs are made known to all that are likely to teach him/her.

c) Ensure that teachers are aware of the importance of identifying and providing for pupils SEND.

d) Consult the LA and the Governing Bodies of other schools, when it seems to them necessary, in the interests of co-ordinating SEND provision in the area as a whole.

e) Report annually to parents on the school’s SEND policy and address complaints from parents of pupils with SEND concerning provision made at the school.

f) Ensure that SEND pupils join in the activities of the school with pupils who do not have SEND, so far as is reasonably practical and compatible with the pupil receiving the necessary SEND provision, the efficient education of other children in the school and the efficient use of resources.

g) Have regard to the new Code of Practice when carrying out their duties towards pupils with SEND.

Partnership with Parents
We are committed to Partnership with Parents. We will actively seek a close liaison with parents at every stage when considering a child's special educational need. Class teachers will inform parents of areas of concern that they may have about children. At this stage we will encourage regular contact with parents so they can support the work of the classroom with the child at home. Parental concerns/involvement towards the SEND Support Plans will be recorded in the meeting section termly.

Parents of children who are placed on the SEND register will be invited to a meeting to review their child’s targets.  Here they have the opportunity to off their opinion of new targets. External agency reports/assessments will be discussed with parents when appropriate.  Parents will be notified as to the level of SEND.

Children on the SEND Register will receive a SEND Support Plan which will be used to monitor progress against targets.  This will be shared parents and children and reviewed termly at meetings held with parents.  Where 2 or more external agencies are involved the IEP will be replaced by an Extended SEND Support Plan. 


 





       Some children require the involvement of specialist agencies who support in recommendations, target setting and provision. These include; CDC, ACT, EPS, Fusion, SALT, CAMHS, VI , HI, OT , PT  or medical.  If more than one of these agencies have worked with a child for 2 terms, an Extended SEND Support Plan will be written.





Parents will be made aware if their child is completing an intervention programme and where applicable supporting materials will be sent home. Any additional provision will be communicated with parents through a One Page Profile and reviewed termly.

SEND support





Children will be entered onto the SEND Register and given a SEND Support Plan.  This will be created by their class teacher and overseen by the SENDCo to support them in maintaining progress.





 


On-going and responsive interventions take place once teachers have identified    misconceptions or gaps in knowledge.  These interventions could be planned by teachers          or a pre-written programme e.g. Hidden Chimp.  The impact of interventions must be continuously evaluated ensuring high quality provision is being provided.











Quality First Teaching -  This is normal classroom practice and will include differentiation and appropriate personalisation throughout lessons to ensure children can make progress.  
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
